1. The purpose of the 6th Trimester project is ideally to enable you research any area of business which aligns with the broad purpose of the e-Business program i.e. a blend of technology and management.  The choice of the broad subject of study and the detailed objectives and hypothesis are a matter of your choice. 

 

2. The project should help you to understand the cutting edge research in the topic of your interest through the literature study which you do and the discover new knowledge through the primary research which you conduct.   It is hoped that you would become extremely knowlegdeable atleast in the topic which you choose.

 

Towards this end we have defined the following stages - there would be an evaluation for each stage. The details are as folllows :

The following are the stages i.e when you have to submit a short report/update to your guide and to the office of Dean - e-Biz.   

 

1. Literature Review and problem definition :    (50)   - Last date for submission 15th Feb 2012 
Review Session in E-Biz Dept. on 20th Feb. 2012 

     Here you have to research serious research papers in the topic of your choice + articles and other internet resoueces

     You have to summarise the research papers quoting author, publisher etc and what the contribution of the paper. 

     Based on your understanding of the research already published - you can then identify specific Research questions/ Hypothesis which you wish to research

     Evaluation would be based on thoroughness of literature review and clarity in defining research questions/hypothesis.

The literature Review & Problem denfination report should be discussed with the guide & signed before submitting to the E-Biz Dept.

 

 

2. Primary Research : (50) Interim Review on 10th March 2012   - Last date for submission 15th March 2012

     It is expected that all students will do a primary research /design research. Here research design and the application of qualitative and quantitative research techniques would be important.  Sample size and evidence of effort to collect the data / Observe the subjects being researched are very important. 

 

3. Final Report : (50) : Last date for submission 30th March 2012

     Data should be well tabulated and analysed. Use of statistical techniques or design research techniques for analysis are a must. Techniques such as Testing of hypothesis etc would be the best way to prove/disprove your hypothesis and complete the research.  Relevant findings and observations and suggestions from your side are equally important.   The final report will include all the above. However since you would have already prepared the reports/updates at the respective stages it would be easier for you to consolidate the same and compile the final report. 

 

4. Viva-Voce Exam : (50) :  will be announced later.

     This would be aimed at appreciating the extent of work done by you and your understanding of the subject as a whole . 

 

The marks for the above would be consolidated.

 

Failure to submit the reports on the dates announced for the same would mean that you do not get marks for that stage .
